1/2 yard of white fabric

1/2 yard of polka-dot fabric

Fabric shears

Pinking shears

Iron-on adhesive

Iron-on vinyl cording

Iron-on Velcro tape

An iron

2. Cut out the template for the bib border, and use tape or a glue stick to put together the separate pieces. 
3. Cut out the fruit shapes to use as templates for your bib decorations.
