PRE-ASSEMBLY:

• Remove all part and hardware from the box and lay out on a clean, carpeted, or scratch- free work surface. 

Use care as some parts or hardware may have sharp points or edges. 
• Do not dispose of any contents until assembly is completed to avoid accidentally discarding small parts and 

hardware.  
• Use the parts and hardware lists to identify and separate each of the pieces included. 
• Note: Do not fully tighten all bolts until all parts are in place. Failure to follow these instructions may cause the 

bolts misalign during assembly.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS:  
1. Carefully lay table top (A) upside down on a carpeted or scratch-free surface. Secure each leg (B) to table top 

with (2) Flat washers (D), (2) spring washers (E), and (2) nuts (F), using provided wrench (G) (as shown in 
Figure 1). Tighten all connections.  
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2.  If not using an Umbrella, insert the Wooden plug (C) as shown in Figure 2, and twist clockwise.
