1. Connect the Right Leg frame (A) to the Back rest (B), Seat rest (C) and the Back stretcher (D) with (3) Allen
bolts (E) as shown (Fig. 1).

2. Repeat Step 1 with the Left Leg frame (A).

3. Completely tighten all bolts once chair is assembled.
